Sheep, wool and woollens . On Gotland you see sheep
everywhere. Here we work the skin and the wool; we design,
sew clothes, and weave rugs and wall hangings. The
ecological way is important. You will meet craftsmen while in
the middle of production. The forests grow slow on the thin
earth which makes the wood hard. That is one reason that we
developed a rich skillfulness in wood carving and furniture
manufacture.

Last year the Crown Princess Victoria reinaugurated the
county museum that houses the world's greatest silver
treasure and collection of picture stones.

A new congress hall with a view of the sea was also inaugurated, which happens to be heated by the sea. Both
buildings, one from medieval times and one completely new, use the handicraft and products from the island in

various ways.

You will meet the chefs at the restaurants and their skilfulness using local products. You will also visit artist in
their studios in the country side as well as in the medieval town. We will do a tour for you with time to take part
in the designers picking up inspiration, and craftsmen developing raw material.
